iDisciplinary Debate

Break the class up into 3 groups (you can assign or they may choose but groups should be equal size)



• hard/natural scientists (chemistry, biology, physics, etc.)



• social scientists (sociology, psychology., communication, etc.)



• artists (writers, musicians, painters, dancers, etc.)

Each group will come up with a plan of action to answer the question:  Is there a God? Each group must rely on the assumptions of their discipline (they must think like chemists, sociologists, painters, etc.) to create a 5-6 step plan for determining if God exists. (Note: you may want to review for them the overview of each of the academic disciplines from p. 17-18 of the textbook). Each group will write their plan on the board and defend the validity of its approach. Have them debate with each other. 

Process:  What are the advantages and disadvantages of relying on any one approach? How might students incorporate ideas from various disciplines into their own learning? What does this exercise have to do with critical thinking?
